C, D, E, F, U17  3 laps (75 km) 
  
All Women:  2 laps (52 km) 
 
Citizen Group:  1 lap (28 km) 
 

 

COURSE:  Using Twp Road 290 West, Twp Road 292 East and Range 

Road 30 South.  The Race will be run in a clockwise 

direction.  One lap of the course is approximately 23.2 km.  

See map below. 

 

START: On Twp Road 290, immediately north of the Hamlet of 

Madden 

 



FINISH: On Twp Road 290, approximately 4km west of Range Road 

30. No parking, except for race officials, will be allowed at the 

Finish line. 

 

Feed Zone: Will be marked by green flags on Twp Road 290 just west of Highway 766. 

Riders are allowed to use the feed zone after the completion of 50 kms or once they 

pass the start line for the second time.                        

Number Placement: Left hip and right side rib cage below arm.  Please ensure you 

place your pin on numbers correctly so our photo finish cameras can see your number. 

Frame plate behind head tube or seat post. 

 

The Stampede Road Race is sanctioned by the Alberta Bicycle Association.  Course 
Marshalls will be stationed at appropriate course locations and will be wearing reflective 
vests and may be holding signs. It is each rider’s responsibility to know and follow the 
race course.  The roads will not be closed to traffic and the centre line rule will be in 
effect. 

UCI wheel regulations will be enforced. 

Neutral wheels per category will be in effect. 

When riding (warming up / racing / cooling down) helmets must be worn at all times. 

The center line rule will be in effect, punishable by disqualification or fines. 

 

Race prizes: Cash prizes will be awarded for each category. The value and depth of 

the category prizes will be determined by the total number of riders registered. 

Refreshments and snacks: A post race barbeque will be held for all volunteers and 

riders. Burgers will be provided by M&M Meats Shops. 

 

Directions to Madden: 

From Calgary:  Hwy 2 North to exit 295 to Crossfield Hwy 2A (approx. 36km N from 

Hwy 1); follow Hwy 2A through Crossfield to Hwy 574 (approx 6 km);  take Hwy 574 

west to Madden (approx. 16km)  alternatively Take Symons Valley Road (Hwy 772) N 

from Calgary to Madden. 



From Edmonton:  Hwy 2 South to exit 305 to Crossfield/Acme Hwy 2A (approx. 

227km); go S on Hwy 2A for approx. 5km to Crossfield; go west on Hwy 574 to Madden 

(approx. 16km). 

Accommodation:  Several hotels and motels are available in Crossfield, Airdrie, 

Didsbury or north Calgary.  All of these locations would be within a short drive of 

Madden.
