Volunteer Screening Policy

Cycling has a responsibility to children, young adults, parents and volunteers in its programs and is committed to adhering to the following policy to support the provision of sound, safe and healthy cycling experience in our community.

Due to the positions of trust that are inherent in the provision of active, high quality sport activities, volunteers will be required to undergo a screening process based on their duties. For the purposes of this policy, persons who will be subject to a Police Record Check are those who work closely with children and who occupy positions of trust and authority.  Such “designated positions” include:

· Paid and volunteer coaches, managers and technical personnel
· Volunteers acting as a chaperone on any project

Police Vulnerable Sector checks will be mandatory for all persons in volunteer positions as described above; there will be no exceptions

Failure to participate in the Police Vulnerable Sector check process as outlined in this policy will result in ineligibility for the “designated position”

ABA accepts Police Checks as being valid for a period of three (3) years, with a new Check required in the fourth year. All Police Check information is confidential.

 All records will be maintained in a confidential manner and will not be disclosed to others except as required by law, or for use in a legal or disciplinary proceeding.
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
